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Exchanging the JER185 Electrohydraulic 
Power Steering Pump

Check the plug connections before replacing 
the pump.
Due to changes to the plug connections by the 
vehicle manufacturer, you may have to install a new 
wiring harness when replacing the JER185 power 
steering pump (see Fig. 1).

If the connectors on the power steering pump that is 
installed in the vehicle have the old design (compare 
Fig. 2), then the old wiring harness must be replaced 
with a new one (compare Fig. 3). You can find the 
corresponding spare part numbers in the table below.
