4. CLEAN SURROUNDING AREA AND SEAL OFF HOSE AND SPRING.

5. REMOVE TOP CLIPS SECURING AIR SPRINGTO CHASSIS.

6. REMOVE THE LOWER BOLT SECURING AIR SPRING RETAINING PINTO AXLE BRACKET. REMOVE THE
